Hello, everyone. I'm Sho. Do you drink coffee? How do you like to drink it? Although coffee is
not originally from Japan, Kobe made coffee culture more popular in Japan. Today, I'll talk about
coffee culture in Kobe and Japan.

In 2021, there were over 58,000 cafes in Japan. (1) The number was ( same / that / as / the / almost )

of convenience stores in Japan. However, the number of cafes has been getting smaller. In 1981, there

were over 150,000 cafes in Japan.
The first cafes in Japan were started about 150 years ago. At that time, Kobe opened its port, and

coffee came from foreign countries. (2) The first ( to / carried / coffee / Kobe ) was from India. A lot

([ @& ] coffee is still brought to Kobe, and it is sometimes called the coffee port of Japan. In Kobe,
there are several cafes that are important in the history of coffee in Japan. For example, a Japanese tea
shop there sold coffee first in Japan. Such coffee shops are (@ ) not only by people in Kobe but
also by people from other places.

Kobe and coffee have another deep connection. In 1908, the first *emigrant ship left Kobe
(b ) Brazil. For 63 years after that, about 250,000 emigrants left Kobe and produced coffee in
Brazil. At the city center, youcansee ( € ) they lived in Brazil at that time.

In 1969, the world’s first *canned coffee was created and sold by a company in Kobe. It was not
sold well [ (Y ] first, but many visitors to the *World Expo held in Osaka in 1970 enjoyed it, and
canned coffee became popular in Japan. In 2018, one of their canned coffee *brands became the one
that was sold for the longest time in the world.

(® Another thing that Japan produced for the first time in the world is *iced coffee. In Japan,
g pan p P

people have enjoyed iced coffee for around 130 years. However, many Western people started drinking
it only 20 to 30 years ago. It was common for them to drink hot coffee even in summer because they
thought coffee should be enjoyed for its smell. In their opinion, coffee doesn’t smell very good
( d )itiscold. Now, iced coffee has become more popular, but according to research, even today,
83% of American people think of hot coffee when they hear “coffee.”

Why do Japanese people like iced coffee? One reason is Japan’s hot summer. In Kobe and other
cities, cafes started offering iced coffee in the early 20th century. People made hot coffee first and then
put it over ice in the glass. This way of making iced coffee is still used, but now *cold brew coffee is
getting popular.

Kobe and Japan have been connected to coffee in this way. Today, there are many kinds of coffee
in Japan and many cafes in Kobe. I hope that we can create new things and develop the things

What are
you going to do with them in Kobe?
They love Japan and have come several times. They’ve even visited Kobe before, so (1) I want

to ( for/nice places / them / to / take ) tourists. Do you know any good places, Sota?

Well, how about watching *rural kabuki? Kobe has the oldest rural kabuki stage in Japan. It
was built in 1777. There are a few other rural kabuki stages in Kobe. I studied it a bit for a
research project during summer vacation when I was eleven years old.

I’ve seen kabuki in Tokyo once. It was a little difficult for me to understand, but it was a great
experience to learn about traditional Japanese culture. I’m sure my aunt and uncle will enjoy it.
Actually, rural kabuki is a little different from the kind you saw. It started as an entertainment
by farmers about 150 to 200 years ago. The farmers prepare for and perform in the show, and
their families and friends watch it. It’s usually held in fall as part of the harvest festival. This
culture developed especially in Hyogo Prefecture. Many of the stages disappeared after TV
began to spread. Today, there are still more than one thousand rural kabuki stages in Japan, and
about ten percent of them are in Hyogo Prefecture.

I’ve lived in Kobe for only a few months, and I didn’t know there were any rural areas in the big
city of Kobe. I don’t even know where they are.

I guess that’s one (@ ) point about Kobe. We have the culture of both a big city and rural
areas here.

I just got very interested in rural kabuki. (2) Do you have any more information about it?

Yes. My cousin, Yui, told me about some events to experience rural kabuki. At one of them, she
learned about rural kabuki from a kabuki actor, put on kabuki *makeup and costumes, and
performed on stage like a kabuki actor. I’ll ask her more about the event. You can also learn
about it on the city hall’s website.

Can we experience the event? That will be great.

Yes. Even if you cannot see the performance or join the event, [’'m sure . Many
of the stages are at shrines in rural areas. They’re usually built in the traditional way with
*thatched roofs and *revolving stages. You should see them.

they come. We can explain it to them.
